A. RESOLUTION NO. 1761, AUTHORIZING A LAND AND WATER CONSERVATION 
GRANT APPLICATION FOR SKATE PARK RENOVATION 
Matching federal funds are available for park renovation projects through the Land and Water 
Conservation Fund.  The Parks and Recreation Department would like to get approval to proceed 
with an application to renovate the skate park at Cloney Park.  This would fund the resurfacing of 
the park and the replacement of the existing skate ramps.  In addition, it would enable the design 
to incorporate a beginner’s area for novice users. Should the City be successful in the grant, the 
matching funds would be secured from an interfund loan. The Interagency For Outdoor 
Recreation (IAC) administers the grant program and requires the City Council pass a resolution 
authorizing the City to proceed with the grant and commit the matching funds.

13. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT  

A. PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERING AGREEMENT WITH WALLIS 
Due to the need to design and construct sanitary sewer pump station rehabilitations in 2003 and in 
consideration of the Engineering Division’s workload to complete transportation projects in 2003, 
staff selected a firm qualified to design the 2003 Sanitary Sewer Pump Station Rehabilitation 
Program and the Mint Valley Golf Course Stormwater Pump Station.  These programs include 
rehabilitation of sanitary sewer pump stations located at 4422 Pennsylvania St., 2566 48th Avenue, 
and 122 Selix Lane, in addition to rehabilitation work of the Mint Valley Golf Course Stormwater 
Pump Station. 
 
In accordance with state law, staff reviewed previously solicited qualifications from firms 
interested in performing professional engineering services.  Staff selected Wallis Engineering and 
negotiated a scope of work and contract to perform this work.   Wallis Engineering will design, 
obtain necessary permits, and provide specifications and plans for the 2003 Sanitary Sewer Pump 
Station Rehabilitation and the Mint Valley Golf Course Stormwater Pump Station.  A copy of the 
scope of services is attached. 
 
FINANCIAL SUMMARY: 
The amount of the professional services contract is $77,730.23, which will be funded 100% by the 
Sewer and Stormwater Construction Funds. 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
Motion authorizing the City Manager to execute the professional services contract with Wallis 
Engineering.

B. NAMING OF THE LAKE SACAJAWEA JAPANESE ISLAND BRIDGE 
The Weyerhaeuser Company is requesting that the bridge to the Japanese Island be named the 
“Weyerhaeuser Centennial Bridge”.  Because of their substantial financial contribution to the 
construction of the bridge they would like the name to recognize the Weyerhaeuser Company and 
its dedication to the community of Longview.  They have made application to the Parks and 
Recreation Board in compliance with the Naming of Parks Policy.  Upon the recommendation of 
the Parks and Recreation Board, the City Council has the final approval for name determination. 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
Motion to approve the naming of the Japanese Island Bridge the Weyerhaeuser Centennial 
Bridge.

C. VOLUNTEER PATROL PROGRAM 
The “Alley-Gators” volunteer patrol program concept was brought to Longview Police 
Department by Neil Bower who is a local citizen concerned about crime in the community.  This 
program will be in collaboration with Cowlitz County Sheriff’s Office and Kelso Police 
Department to start a volunteer citizen patrol.  The agencies will recruit, screen, train, assign and 
supervise the volunteers.  We will lease a used car and house that vehicle at a law enforcement 



facility.  Volunteers will use cell phones to report incidents.  However, they will not get involved in 
any incidents except for reporting.  The volunteers will be identifiable by uniforms.  We currently 
have 8 volunteer applications.  The budget for this program will include a vehicle lease, vehicle 
signage, vehicle maintenance, gas, cell phones, and uniforms.  The total costs will be $4,400 per 
year.  The Sheriff’s Office and Kelso Police Department will be asked to share in the $4,400 
costs.  All LPD costs will come from the Reserve Officer line item and no new money is 
required. 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
Motion to authorize the volunteer patrol program.

D. PARKING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT 
Resolution No. 1755 created the Downtown Parking Advisory Committee. The committee, prior 
to adoption of their by-laws, has requested that the city council make two amendments to the 
resolution.  
 
1. That a provision be made in the resolution that states that if a member of the committee fails 

to attend four successive meetings of the committee, that such member may be removed from 
the committee by the City Manager, and a substitute member be appointed to serve the 
remainder of the term of the vacant position. The committee meets once monthly, and failure 
to attend indicates disinterest. 

2. That an amendment to the area of jurisdiction be enacted, expanding the area a short distance 
beyond the present limits, which are from the West side of 15th to the East side of 11th, and 
from the South side of Florida Street to the Northerly side of Vandercook.  The purpose is to 
recognize that parking just a few blocks away from this area is impacted by business 
conducted in the D-C zone, and many employees in the downtown area park their vehicles 
along 15th Avenue, 16th Avenue, 11th Avenue and on the side streets. In order to adequately 
manage the parking of vehicles in the D-C zone, it is believed to be necessary to have 
advisory authority over parking in the near-by area. 

 
Proposed changes to the Parking Resolution would include: 
 
• Authority for the City Manager to remove committee members who fail to attend four 

successive meetings, and replace them for the remainder of their appointment term; 
• Expand the jurisdiction of the Parking Committee to state that the boundaries of the 

jurisdiction of the committee include parking of motor vehicles in the area bounded by the 
West side of 16th Avenue, the East side of 11th Avenue, the South side of Florida Street and 
the Northerly side of Vandercook Way, and including all streets between 11th Avenue and 
16th Avenue.

 HELD THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 27, 2003 
 
 
1.  CALL TO ORDER 
The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by Mayor McCrady. 
 
2.  INVOCATION/FLAG SALUTE 
The invocation was pronounced by Pastor Mary Ross, Longview Community Church.    
Following the invocation, City Attorney Dave Spencer led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance.

4.  APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES  
On a motion duly made and passed, the reading of the minutes of the regular Council meeting 
held February 13, 2003, copies of which had been submitted to the Mayor and members of the 
City Council, was waived and the minutes were approved as if read. 
 
5. CHANGES/REVISIONS TO THE AGENDA - None 
 
6. PRESENTATIONS & AWARDS  
 
A.  Proclamation:  Homeless Awareness Week, February 23 through March 1, 2003 
In declaring the Homeless Awareness Week proclamation, Mayor McCrady encouraged all residents 
and groups to participate and adopt a bed to help Community House on Broadway fund the valuable 
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and helpful services that they provide for the homeless.  Janice Hillman, Assistant Director of the 
Community House on Broadway, accepted the award and expressed her appreciation for Council’s 
assistance and support over the last 16 years.   
 
After further inquiry from the Mayor, Ms. Hillman expanded on the annual Adopt-A-Bed program 
announcing that thirty dollars will fund a bed for a homeless individual for an entire month.  These 
contributions are also disbursed toward case management, food, and clothing expenses while helping 
the residents become self-sustaining.  She concluded her presentation stating that cash donations may be 
sent to P. O. Box 403, Longview, WA 98632.  Items ranging from used vehicles to clothing may be 
dropped off in person at the corner of 11th Avenue and Broadway. 
 
7.  CONSTITUENTS' COMMENTS  
 
A.  Liberty 
Larry Wagle, 1405 17th Avenue, expressed his opinion that “many people were not aware of how 
easily a childish, little ritual could become a tyranny.”  He went on to elaborate the origin and history of 
the patriotic “doggerel” that became today’s Pledge of Allegiance. Mr. Wagle believes that despite our 
country’s cultural diversity, the phrase “under God” was added to ensure more conformity and less 
liberty.

10.  ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS  
A.  Ordinance No. 2854: Cascade Natural Gas Franchise Renewal 
An ordinance granting to Cascade Natural Gas Corporation, a Washington Corporation, its successors 
or assigns, the right and privilege to use and occupy the streets, avenues, lanes, alleys, highways and 
other public places of the City of Longview, State of Washington, for the purpose of supplying, 
distributing, and selling gas to the inhabitants of the City, and elsewhere; and the right and privilege of 
constructing, and thereafter maintaining a gas works, mains, service pipes, and other necessary 
equipment in said City, for the distribution of gas for light, fuel, power, heat and other purposes, for a 
term of twenty-five years, and repealing Ordinance No. 1882 of said City.  The foregoing ordinance 
was introduced and read by title only. 
 
Councilman Jensen moved to adopt Ordinance No. 2854, which motion was seconded by 
Councilwoman Leber.   
 
Councilman Jensen asked staff if they have taken the appropriate steps, such as bidding procedures, so 
as not to exclude other interested parties.  City Attorney Spencer clarified that no bids are required 
since this ordinance is simply allowing Cascade Natural Gas permission to use the public ways for their 
pipeline and to extend them the same rights they had before.  Any other non-franchise gas company 
who wanted to obtain the same privileges could do so.   
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Upon a vote duly held, the motion unanimously passed with six "Aye" votes by Mayor 
McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, and Stockard and no 
“Nay” votes.  The Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and passed, affixed his signature of 
approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No. 2854. 
 
B.  Resolution No. 1759: Authorizing Submittal of Planning-Only Grant Application RE: Progress 
Center Expansion 
A resolution of the City Council of the City of Longview authorizing submission of an application to the 
State of Washington Department of Community Development for Planning-Only Grant funds and 
assuring compliance with the requirements of state law.  The foregoing resolution was introduced and 
read by title only. 
 
Councilwoman Leber moved to adopt Resolution No. 1759, which motion was seconded by 
Councilwoman Stockard.  Upon a vote duly held and recorded with six "Aye" votes by Mayor 
McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, and Stockard, and no 
"Nay" votes, the Mayor declared the resolution adopted and passed, affixed his signature of 
approval thereon and the resolution was assigned the No. 1759, a copy of which is on file in 
the office of the City Clerk.   
 
C.  Resolution No. 1760: Declaring Items Surplus (I.T.) 
A resolution providing for the disposal of certain inventory items deemed to be surplus to the reasonably 
foreseeable needs of the City of Longview.  The foregoing resolution was introduced and read by title 
only. 
 
Councilman DiRe-Day moved to adopt Resolution No. 1760, which motion was seconded by 
Councilwoman Stockard.   
 
Councilman Jensen requested further information from staff about the auction and disposal of surplus 
items processes.   
 
City Manager Ivey responded that surplus equipment, such as rolling stock and large pieces of 
equipment, are typically sold at auctions.  Providing further information regarding computer surplus 
equipment procedures, Information Technology Director Judy Jones explained that requests are 
submitted from various non-profit organizations.  Those requests are met as the equipment becomes 
available.  She added that the list provided in Council’s packet displays that most of the surplus items 
will be donated to the Senior Citizens Center and Castle Rock School District. 
 
Councilman Leber inquired whether a laptop was reserved for the Longview Teen Council.  Ms. Jones 
assured her that one had been set aside for the group. 
 
Councilman Anagnostou wondered if there was a market to sell the used items.  Mayor McCrady 
answered that most of the equipment in question is in need of repair.  The cost for repair would be 
greater than the cost of the sale, and felt that a donation to schools is an investment in the future.  
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City Manager Ivey commented that the order of priority is to first meet the needs and requests of the 
immediate community.  He also contributed that it has been a longstanding Council policy, when 
possible, to provide the electronic equipment to public agencies.  Other surplus equipment goes into the 
auction pool and is advertised by the City.   
 
Upon a vote duly held and recorded with six "Aye" votes by Mayor McCrady and 
Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, and Stockard, and no "Nay" votes, 
the Mayor declared the resolution adopted and passed, affixed his signature of approval 
thereon and the resolution was assigned the No. 1760, a copy of which is on file in the office of 
the City Clerk.   
 
11.  MAYOR'S REPORTS & COUNCILMEMBER’S REPORTS 
 
A.  Mayor McCrady’s Report  
Mayor McCrady announced to Council that he has accepted a one-year appointment to the National 
League of Cities (NLC) as Small City Council.  He plans to attend both national conferences this year 
and staunchly represent the smaller communities.  The Mayor also thanked Stan Finkelstein for his 
assistance in his successful appointment.  
 
Unsure whether Council should be made aware, Councilwoman Stockard interjected that she has also 
been appointed to the NLC Economic Development Advisory Board. 
 
Mayor McCrady also recognized Councilwoman Leber as a trailblazer for undertaking these types of 
appointments.  When assigned to NLC’s task force on Youth Education and Families, she formed the 
Institute for Youth, Education and Families that prompted national recognition for her work. 
 
B.  Councilman Jensen’s Report 
Councilman Jensen attended this month’s Cowlitz Transit Authority meeting.  In an effort to keep the 
bus service operating beyond the projected closure in 2008, next month’s objective will be to seek a 
formal motion to allow suitable advertising on the busses.   
 
Mayor McCrady reminded Council that the bus service was established during 1986-87 by a formal 
vote of the community, which resulted in an additional sales tax of 1/10 of 1%.  Although he believes 
this self-imposed tax can’t be repealed, he does feel that the loss of the license fee revenue from 
Initiative 695 has significantly impacted these types of services.   
 
Both Mayor McCrady and Councilman Jensen agreed they feel that the bus service “will not go out of 
business” especially with the guidelines provided in the American Disabilities Act that requires a city to 
provide para-transit services.   
 
C.  Kurt Anagnostou’s Report 
Councilman Anagnostou was present at a recent Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments (COG) 
meeting and complimented Councilwoman Stockard on the way she presided over the meeting.  The 
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Mayor interjected that he was also impressed with her performance and had received many positive 
comments. 
 
Councilman Anagnostou also attended a recent school board meeting where he scheduled a joint 
workshop.  This workshop has been tentatively scheduled for the third weekend in April allowing 
Council ample time to prepare agenda items.  Mayor McCrady requested an update of the last year’s 
meeting which included information regarding collaborative city and school programs. 
 
While touring the new middle school, Councilman Anagnostou commented that he was quite impressed 
with how our taxes have created a “tremendous investment in our future.”  Mayor McCrady concurred 
that our community leaders have wisely utilized maintenance and operation funds to maintain and 
remodel local schools without requiring bond money.  
 
Councilman Anagnostou concluded that he was present at a Cowlitz Economic Development Council 
(CEDC) luncheon where nationally recognized economist John Mitchell delivered an inspiring speech on 
the local economy. 
 
D.  Councilman DiRe-Day’s Report  
Councilman DiRe-Day attended a Regional Transportation Planning and Organization meeting.  
Attendees discussed the Tennant Way (SR-432) and I-5 interchange modified access report update.  It 
was decided that the renewal of the Federal Transportation Act T-21 monies would be one of the 
concerns addressed at this month’s National League of Cities (NLC) Conference. 
 
Since he will be attending the NLC Conference in Washington, D.C. during the next Council meeting, 
Councilman DiRe-Day requested an excused absence.  Councilwoman Stockard also mentioned that 
she would be absent at that time. 
 
Mayor McCrady encouraged Councilman DiRe-Day to schedule a meeting with Congressman Baird 
during the Federal Legislation Issues Meeting to discuss issues specific to Longview.

13.  CITY MANAGER'S REPORTS 
 
A.  Police Department Annual Crime / Activity Report 
Chief Burgreen’s PowerPoint presentation began by illustrating Part I Index Crimes (serious felony 
crimes), which are reported annually to the FBI, are down 6.28%.  He attributed the increase in arrests 
are due to crime prevention activities including the opening of the Satellite Office and reinstitution of 
block watch programs.   
 
Chief Burgreen pointed out other significant statistics: Rise in robberies and auto theft are up 30.30% 
and 29.82%, respectively; Clearance rates, which take into consideration the crimes that result in 
arrests, are at the national average of 20%; Traffic citations are up 16%, and traffic accidents are down 
2%.  Jail bookings are up 14% while jail days are down 12%, reportedly due to the efforts of the 
Longview Police Department, Cowlitz County Jail and the Municipal Court Judges cooperatively 
managing jail population to effectively reducing jail days. 
 
Reviewing the top 10 locations for service, Chief Burgreen explained that calls for service at apartment 
complexes at 33rd and Dorothy are up 8%, averaging 2.7 calls per day, Oaks Trailer Park’s call are up 
33%, averaging 1 call per day, and Bridgegate apartments’ calls are up 18%.  Calls at Cadillac Ranch 
and 15th Avenue Safeway are down 17% and 6%, respectively. 
 
Displaying a 5-year trend for the top 10 calls for service, Chief Burgreen showed a 19% increase with 
28,000 calls in 1998 and 34,000 calls in 2002.  Four officers and one sergeant respond to these calls 
24 hours a day.  Averaging one call per hour, these calls largely include traffic accidents, suspicious 
circumstances and abandoned vehicles. 

 
Chief Burgreen assured Council that public safety increased in 2002 due to numerous programs:  the 
new Street Crimes Unit which concentrates on busting drug houses and targeting street level drug 
activity; the Community Police Action Team that works with community groups to identify and solve 
problems; the Reserve Officer Program that helps effectively police various community events; the K-9 
Unit that works exclusively for the drug task force providing backup when needed; the School 
Resource Officer Program that greatly increases our efforts in schools in hopes of preventing school 
disorder and crime before they occur; the Satellite Office that handles bike registrations, abandoned 
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vehicle warning tickets, block watch coordination, landlord tenant information, etc.; and the Traffic Unit 
that reduces accidents and improves the safety of our citizens in the streets of Longview.   
 
Totaling approximately $700,000, the numerous 2002 Grant Funding programs were detailed by Chief 
Burgreen.  They range from the Drug Free Communities Program that emphasizes the reduction of drug 
use in the community, to the Bullet-Proof Vest Program which funds 50% of all bullet-proof vests. 
 
After Chief Burgreen concluded his presentation he opened the floor for questions.  Constituent Mr. 
Wagle approached the podium and asked Chief Burgreen to describe the potential impact of a drug-
free community.  Chief Burgreen advised that while in his previous Chief’s position, he had conducted a 
study of all male inmates in the jail, and the study concluded that a minimum of 82% of the prisoners 
were there either as a direct or indirect result of their drug addiction.  If there wasn’t a drug problem in 
Longview, he surmised that a new jail would not have to be built. 
 
Mr. Wagle also asked Chief Burgreen to his share his opinion of legalized and regulated drugs.  Chief 
Burgreen does not support the legalization of drugs because it would send a clear message to kids that 
“drugs are okay.”  He believes that regular and excessive users cannot operate as a productive member 
of society and become a burden to the medical and criminal justice system.  While he realizes that 
locking up criminals for these types of crimes doesn’t seem to work either, he stressed that the key to 
solving the drug problem is education.

B.  Service Contracts with the Transpo Group and NWS Traffic Engineering for Professional 
Engineering Services 
Due to the need to design and construct traffic signal improvements in 2003 and in consideration of the 
Engineering Division’s workload to complete traffic signal projects in 2003, staff solicited proposals for 
professional engineering services to design the 2003 traffic signal improvements program.  This program 
includes traffic signal upgrades and installation, stakeholder meetings, and computer modeling 
simulations. 
 
Stating that these services have been quite successful in the past, City Manager Ivey explained that these 
two professional contracts would help staff in design and construction of traffic improvements.  Staff 
negotiated the scope of work for 2003.  Transpo will perform all computerized modeling and 
simulations and NWS Traffic Engineering will provide design, construction plans, and specification for 
projects referenced in the Council packet. 
 
Staff is recommending that Council award the amount of the professional services contract with the 
Transpo Group for $146,767; and with NWS Traffic Engineering for $98,597.  Funding for these 
projects is 90% and/or 86.5 % come from the Federal Surface Transportation Safety and Urban 
Funds, and 10% and/or 13.5% are obtained from the City Arterial Street Gas Tax Funds. 
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Councilman Jensen moved to authorize the City Manager to execute the professional services 
contract with The Transpo Group and NWS Traffic Engineering, which motion was seconded 
by Councilwoman Leber.   
 
Councilwoman Leber requested further information on the Transpo Tennant Way proposal.   Assistant 
Public Works Director Jeff Cameron clarified that the Transpo Group will be focusing on 15th, 14th and 
Commerce Avenues. Attention to those areas is needed because of the complicated traffic movements 
and sporadic congestion.   
 
Upon a vote duly held, the motion unanimously passed with six "Aye" votes by Mayor 
McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, Di-ReDay, Jensen, Le ber, and Stockard. 
 
14. MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION ONLY 
 
Councilman Anagnostou announced that he would not be available at the next meeting.  Mayor 
McCrady reminded Council that the remaining four members would need to be present to form a 
quorum.  
 
15.  ADJOURNMENT 
There being no further business to come before the Council at its regular session, the meeting was 
adjourned at 8:32 p.m.

Subject: Renovation of Skate Park Ramps 
 
 
 
The condition of the existing wood skate park ramps continues to deteriorate to the point that we are 
faced with having to rebuild them or replace them.  The wood design has been a constant daily-
maintenance issue because of the tremendous impact the skateboards and inline skates have on them.  
Therefore, it is our preference to replace them with state-of-the-art metal constructed ramps.  Funding 
of such a replacement program has been a concern and in the past has not been supported by any grant 
programs.   I would like to propose three options for the Council’s consideration. 
 
First, under the Federal Land and Water Conservation Fund, I find that stewardship of existing facilities 
is one of the three priorities identified in ranking projects submitted for grant support.  This is a 50% 
matching grant with funds available to successful recipients in October of 2003.  I have projected that 
the cost of replacement ramps and the resurfacing of the ramp park to be $132,000.  The $66,000 that 
would represent our commitment could be funded as an interfund loan from a fund to be determined, 
repayable annually from the Parks Department operating budget over a period not to exceed 10 years.  
Annually, we are expending approximately $3,000 on repair materials, which could be dedicated to the 
loan payment with the balance coming from the operating supplies line item.  In addition, we realize 
labor costs in excess of $7,000 each year in order to keep the ramps in a safe, usable condition. 
 
The second option, should our grant application not be successful, would be to fund the entire project 
through an interfund loan, with terms to be determined.  During this period, should capital improvement 
funds become available, we would submit for an amount equivalent to the outstanding balance.  
 



The final option would be to purchase individual ramp components each year in an amount not to 
exceed $10,000 until all of the ramps are replaced.  The disadvantage with this option is that we would 
have to continue the ongoing maintenance and that the wood ramps would not last during the 
approximate fifteen years it would take to replace all of the ramps.  We would have to remove those 
ramps or rebuild them, which would mean additional expenses to the operating budget.   
 
Should the Council support our submitting an application for the grant funds, I have included a resolution 
that would need to be acted upon as verification of the City’s commitment to dedicating matching funds 
to the project.

SUMMARY STATEMENT: 
Due to the need to design and construct sanitary sewer pump station rehabilitations in 2003 and in consideration of the 
Engineering Division’s workload to complete transportation projects in 2003, staff selected a firm qualified to design the 
2003 Sanitary Sewer Pump Station Rehabilitation Program and the Mint Valley Golf Course Stormwater Pump Station.  
These programs include rehabilitation of sanitary sewer pump stations located at 4422 Pennsylvania St., 2566 48th 
Avenue, and 122 Selix Lane, in addition to rehabilitation work of the Mint Valley Golf Course Stormwater Pump 
Station. 
 
In accordance with state law, staff reviewed previously solicited qualifications from firms interested in performing 
professional engineering services.  Staff selected Wallis Engineering and negotiated a scope of work and contract to 
perform this work.   Wallis Engineering will design, obtain necessary permits, and provide specifications and plans for 
the 2003 Sanitary Sewer Pump Station Rehabilitation and the Mint Valley Golf Course Stormwater Pump Station.  A 
copy of the scope of services is attached. 
 
FINANCIAL SUMMARY: 
The amount of the professional services contract is $77,730.23, which will be funded 100% by the Sewer and 
Stormwater Construction Funds.
