08. PUBLIC HEARINGS  

A. PUBLIC HEARING, ALLEY BLOCK 43, L.I.D. #344 
Attached is the proposed Final Assessment Roll to Local Improvement District No. 344, to 
improve the alley located between 9th Avenue and 10th Avenue, from Hemlock Street to Florida 
Street (within Block 43, Plat of Longview No. 15 and Assessor’s Plat No. 6).  
 
The proposed Final Assessment Roll is $1,800.00 less than the Preliminary Assessment Roll 
presented to the City Council on April 24, 2003 during establishment of the L.I.D. 
 
This public hearing is held in accordance with RCW 35.44.100 to consider any comments 
regarding the final cost and assessment method, prior to adoption of the ordinance confirming the 
Final Assessment Roll. 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
Motion directing the City Attorney to prepare an ordinance confirming the Final Assessment Roll 
for L.I.D. No. 344, for adoption at the next City Council meeting.

B. PUBLIC HEARING, 2004-2008 CONSOLIDATED PLAN FOR HOME AND CDBG 
PROGRAMS 
A public hearing is needed to review the draft 2004-2008 HOME Consolidated Plan for the 
HOME Investment Partnership Program and the CDBG (Community Development Block Grant) 
program.  This new plan will cover housing needs and community development needs for the 
program years 2004 through 2008.  In order to receive 2004 CDBG Entitlement funding and 
continue to receive HOME Entitlement funding, the City of Longview is required to submit a 
Consolidated Plan to HUD for approval.  The City will be receiving $443,000 for the CDBG 
Program and $405,124 for the HOME Program based on figures released by HUD. 
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Public meetings have been held to determine the community's priority needs for housing, 
community facilities, public facilities, economic development, and public services.  These 
entitlement programs must principally benefit low- and moderate-income persons, prevent or 
eliminate slums or blight, or meet an urgent need to public health or safety. 
 
The Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments is under contract to produce the 2004-2008 
Consolidated Plan.  A 30-day public comment period will begin May 1, 2004 followed by final 
Council approval on June 10, 2004. 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
Motion to approve the draft HOME 2004-2008 Consolidated Plan.

C. PUBLIC HEARING, 2004 HOME FUNDING ALLOCATION 
This public hearing is held to present Longview HOME program project design proposals for 
low- and moderate-income housing projects, to hear public comment supporting the submitted 
proposals, and to allocate 2004 program year HOME funds.  There is $353,249.63 in combined 
2004 HOME funding and non-obligated funding from 2003. 
 
The following proposals have been submitted for this round of funding which total $630,268.00: 
 
1. Highlands Self-Help Housing, 200 block Douglas and Carolina Street.   

Two lots to be determined.  Construct 5 new self-help housing units.  Acquire 2 lots.  Lower 
Columbia Community Action Council.  $62,200 

 
2. Windermere #7 Self-Help Housing, Aspen Drive. 

Acquire 22 lots to construct 22 new single-family self-help homes.  HOME funding will pay 
for partial acquisition costs only.  Lower Columbia Community Action Council.  $195,000 

 
3. Working Arts Center Apartments, 1257 Commerce Avenue. 

Rehabilitate 7 studio apartments on the second floor.  Work includes new electrical, 
plumbing, sheetrock, paint, doors, appliances, and skylights.  Owner, Wendy Kosloski.  
$105,000. 

 
4. Habitat for Humanity – Location to be determined. 

This project will provide the option to either rehabilitate one new home or acquire two lots 
for future homes.  Cowlitz County Habitat for Humanity.  $53,878.00 

 
5. Tenant-Based Rental Assistance for Drug Court Participants. 

Provide transitional rental assistance to at least 6 families enrolled in the Cowlitz Drug Court 
Rehabilitation Program over an 18-month period.  Longview Housing Authority.  $52,550. 

 
6. Tenant-Based Rental Assistance for Domestic Violence Survivors. 

Provide transitional rental assistance to at least 19 families referred through the Emergency 
Support Shelter over a 20-month period.  Longview Housing Authority.  $161,640. 

 
Project proposals have been reviewed and ranked by staff according to the criteria adopted by the 
City Council.  Council has given priority to those projects that provide home ownership 
opportunities.  Additionally, the City will consider other types of projects within the profile of 
housing needs identified within Chapter IV, Housing and Homeless Needs Assessment, of the 
2000-2004 Consolidated Plan.

09. BOARD & COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS 
A. PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION NO. PC 2004-3, REGULATION 

OF BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENTS 
On April 7, 2004, the Planning Commission reviewed a proposed ordinance that adopts 
regulations addressing boundary line adjustments.  Although Title 19 contains regulations 
addressing subdivisions and short plats, there are no regulations governing applications for 
boundary line adjustments.  Individuals wishing to subdivide or short plat real property are 
required to adhere to established regulations contained in the LMC.  However, requests for 
boundary line adjustments are unregulated.  Staff is concerned that without regulatory control 
over boundary line adjustment petitions, parcels that do not meet minimum developable standards 
could be inadvertently created.  In the past, parcels have been created that do not meet the 
minimum area requirements specified in the zoning ordinance.  Other parcels have been created 
that have no access to a public street.  Under the current zoning standards, parcels that do not 
meet minimum area requirements or have access to a public street cannot be developed or built 
upon.  Additionally, the lack of a recorded legal description when parcel boundary lines are 
adjusted poses serious problems in the future when the land changes hands or when a dispute 
over ownership arises.

Attorney to prepare an ordinance adopting regulations addressing boundary line adjustments.

13. LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATIONS  

A. RENEWALS 
The business establishments depicted on the exhibit are all currently licensed by the Washington 
State Liquor Control Board to sell and/or serve alcoholic beverages. Their respective licenses 
expire July 31, 2004. A check of local law enforcement records shows no liquor violations 
occurring at any of the establishments since their last renewal.

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14. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT  
A. CONTRACT AWARD - LEE ENGINEERING FOR REGIONAL WATER 

TREATMENT PLANT MODIFICATIONS 
Through a Bonneville Power Administration (BPA) energy grant, the City is going to be provided 
with two new high head distribution pumps free of charge.  The City will be responsible for 
preparing plans and specifications and securing a contractor to install the pumps.  To accomplish 
this work, analysis of the pumps and motors to be provided by the BPA is necessary to ensure 
they meet the treatment plant operating conditions and are compatible with the existing pumping 
configuration. 
 
In addition, staff is currently managing the design of modifications to the Cowlitz River bank 
next to the Water Treatment Plant Intake Facility to create self-flushing currents in front of the 
structure.  As a result of the river bank modifications, changes to the sediment dam gates are 
necessary.  These changes will consist of structural and mechanical modifications in order to 
relocate two intake gates. 
  
Due to the specialized structural and mechanical design and analysis expertise necessary and in 
accordance with state law for retaining engineers, staff reviewed qualifications from firms 
interested in performing this work.  Staff selected the firm Lee Engineering, Inc. and has 
negotiated a scope of work and contract to perform this work.  A copy of the proposed scope of 
work is attached. 
 
FINANCIAL SUMMARY: 
The amount of the professional services contract is $29,841.50, which will be funded 87% by the 
Filter Plant Construction Budget and 13% by the Cowlitz County PUD.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor McCrady. 
 
2.  INVOCATION/FLAG SALUTE

4.  APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES 
On a motion duly made and passed, the reading of the minutes of the regular Council 
meeting held March 11, 2004, copies of which had been submitted to the Mayor and 
members of the City Council, was waived and the minutes were approved as if read. 
 
5.  CHANGES/REVISIONS TO THE AGENDA 
Mayor McCrady announced that a Proclamation in Honor of Arbor Day will be added to this 
agenda, since he anticipates the April 8 meeting will be cancelled.  In addition, discussion on 
Resolution No. 1791 will precede adoption of Ordinance No. 2884, and immediately follow the 
presentation by Longview School District officials.   
 
6.  PRESENTATIONS & AWARDS 
 
A.  Proclamation:  Child Abuse Prevention Month, April 2004. 
After inviting CASA (Court-Appointed Special Advocate) representative Marilyn DuVall to the 
podium, Mayor McCrady read the Proclamation declaring the month of April 2004 Child Abuse 
Prevention Month in the City of Longview.  The Proclamation urged citizens to raise awareness

of the problem of child abuse and to support CASA and other programs that will help give those 
children a chance for safe and positive futures.   
 
Stating CASA is near and dear to her heart, Mrs. Duvall said Cowlitz County CASA presently 
has 60 volunteers to assist 320 children in the system.  Her group is always looking for new 
advocate volunteers.  A new training session will commence in May, if anyone present is 
interested in volunteering.  On Saturday, April 17, 2004, at 2:00 p.m., the annual candlelight 
vigil will be held at Commerce Plaza.  She invited supporters of children’s rights to attend this 
“light of hope event.”   
 
Mrs. DuVall passed out blue ribbons and literature regarding CASA and its candle lighting 
event.   
 
B.  Proclamation:  Building Safety Week. 
Assistant Community Development Director John Brickey came forward to accept this 
Proclamation.   
 
The Mayor declared the week of April 4 - 10, 2004 Building Safety Week in the City of 
Longview.  The Proclamation expounded on the merits of building codes which assure the safety 
and well-being of citizens in all buildings.  This year’s theme is “You Can be a Part of Building 
Safety Week,” which “encourages all Americans to raise our awareness of building safety, and to 
take appropriate steps to ensure that the places where we live, work, play and learn are safe.”   
 
Thanking the Mayor for making this proclamation, Mr. Brickey noted that codes make buildings 
safe for people.  Citing Pericles, the father of democracy, Mr. Brickey stated building codes are 
democratic by favoring the good of society over the few in order to maintain building safety.  
International Codes will be adopted on July 1, 2004.  Mr. Brickey said this is an important 
culmination of three codes into one international code.   
 
C.  Presentation:  Arbor Day. 
Mayor McCrady invited Al George, Parks Superintendent, to come forward to accept the Arbor 
Day Proclamation.  The Mayor recalled the origin of Arbor Day, and itemized the many benefits 
of planting and living with trees in the vicinity.  The Proclamation urged all citizens to care for 
and protect the community’s trees, woodlands and forestry program, and to plant trees for the 
enjoyment of present and future generations.  April 15, 2004 was declared Arbor Day in the City 
of Longview.   
 
Mr. George commented that the City of Longview was the second city in the State of 
Washington to earn Tree City USA status.  This year Arbor day will be celebrated by the 
planting of maple trees on Beech Street by a Kelso school class.  He thanked Council for 
supporting the tree program and for preserving the character of this community’s urban forests.   
 
D.  Presentation:  Longview School District:  Maintenance and Operation Bond Measure. 
This matter will be heard prior to and in conjunction with Resolution No. 1791.   
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7.  CONSTITUENTS' COMMENTS 
 
A.  Animal Ordinances. 
Castleman Drive resident Kimberly Johnson said she had come to Council as a last resort:  her 
neighborhood has been plagued by a barking dog.  She hoped to be able to initiate a change in 
Longview City Ordinances to conform with those of Cowlitz County and City of Kelso, which 
allow for the removal of a nuisance dog after the issuance of three warnings to the owner.   
 
She explained there is a homeowner in her area who continually keeps a dog chained outside.  
The dog whines, barks, and cries all night long.  She and her neighbors have talked with the 
owner numerous times and have not achieved any results.  In Longview, Mrs. Johnson 
explained, the law only allows removal of dogs that are deemed dangerous to the community; 
nothing can be done to remove a dog that barks incessantly.  Mrs. Johnson asked for Council’s 
help in revising the animal ordinances.   
 
Mayor McCrady invited Mrs. Johnson to provide him with copies of Kelso’s and Cowlitz 
County’s Ordinances, and he would turn them over to City Attorney Spencer for review.  The 
matter can then be brought to Council for consideration.  The Mayor commented that the City’s 
leash law might also need revision.   
 
City Attorney Spencer advised that presently dog owners who allow their animals to bark are 
violating the noise ordinance; this is a civil infraction and they can be ticketed and fined $240 
($125 plus court costs).  Mrs. Johnson stated this particular dog owner had been cited several 
times, and she believed he has no intention of paying any fines.   
 
B.  L. S. Wagle’s Comments. 
Longview resident Larry Wagle insisted he was not attempting to impose his religious views on 
Council; rather, he would like a city where no one imposes any religious views on anyone else.  
By inviting a minister to present an invocation prior to every Council meeting, Council is in 
effect establishing the Christian religion as the community’s religion.  He would like Council to 
leave all religions to the churches, and obey the Constitution of the United States.   
 
C.  Proposed Youth/Senior Center/Pool. 
Bill Kasch, 2619 Nichols, suggested constructing an Adult/Youth Center in the vacant area 
between the Cowlitz County Fairgrounds on Seventh Avenue and the National Guard Armory on 
Vandercook Way.  The facility could be sited close to the back of the Armory so sufficient 
parking would still be available to the Fairgrounds and new Regional Conference Center.  He 
proposed a facility that would house an indoor and outdoor pool, possibly a tennis court, and 
envisioned the project could be a joint public and private enterprise.   
 
D.  Council Decisions. 
Referring to a rumor circulating in the community that Council has already made its decision on 
a certain matter (Lowe’s proposed location on Ocean Beach Highway), Ray Van Tongeren, 2302 
Jennifer Place, asserted he did not believe that Council, as a whole, has made a decision.  
Possibly several Councilmembers have already made up their individual minds, but he did not 
think a final decision has been agreed upon.   
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E.  Dumpster Driving/Recycling. 
Steve Guilliams, a/k/a Dumpster Diving Steve, questioned making dumpster diving illegal.  He 
asserted that he and his father recycle items from the trash; if dumpster-diving is outlawed, it 
will be necessary to build a new landfill.  Council may as well make it illegal to recycle.  Citing 
the problem of identity theft as the reason for this law, Mr. Guilliams said if people were stupid 
enough to throw away documents without shredding them, they deserved to be ripped off.   
 
Longview resident Dan Smith admonished Council for using identity theft as an excuse to 
outlaw dumpster driving.  Sensible people do not throw away items that contain personal 
information which could be traced.

10.  ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS 
 
Presentation:  Longview School District:  Maintenance and Operation Levy Measure. 
Mayor McCrady invited the following Longview School District officials to address Council:  
Nick Seaver, Superintendent, and Skip Urling, Board member.   
 
Superintendent Seaver first explained the difference between a bond and a levy.  Bonds are 
issued only for capital projects, i.e., for construction and repair of schools.  Levies are the taxes 
assessed to operate and maintain the facilities.  This is not a new, extra tax – it would be 
replacing a levy that has expired.  The local levy makes up approximately 17% of the needed 
budget.  Athletics, recreational activities and technology programs are not funded from other 
sources.  Another very important program the levy will fund is the School Officer Program.   
 
Mr. Seaver continued that the School District has tightened its belt as funds have become more 
difficult to obtain.  They have reduced energy consumption by 17%, but the total energy cost still 
went up.  The District refinanced some construction bonds that will save the taxpayers 
approximately $1-million.  In addition, Mr. Seaver pointed out the importance of having a good 
school system in the community in attracting new businesses and the economic contribution the 
school makes to the community.  The School District is the fifth largest employer in the 
community, and thus has a ripple effect throughout the area.   
 
Board member Skip Urling emphasized that this is a replacement levy, not a new tax.  “The tax 
on a $100,000 home would be about the amount of one cup of coffee a month.”   
 
B.  Resolution No. 1791, Supporting Longview School District M & O Bond Measure.   
A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Longview in support of the Maintenance and 
Operation School Bond measure submitted by Longview School District No. 122 to the voters of 
said district, was introduced and read by title only. 
 
Councilman Anagnostou moved adoption of the foregoing resolution which motion was 
seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day and on a vote duly held and recorded with 6 "Aye" 
votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, 
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and Stockard, and no "Nay" votes, the Mayor declared the resolution adopted and passed, 
affixed his signature of approval thereon and the resolution was assigned the No. 1791, a 
copy of which is on file in the office of the City Clerk.  Councilman Weber arrived during the 
vote on Resolution No. 1791 and did not vote.   
 
A.  Ordinance No. 2884, Final Assessment Roll for LID #345. 
An Ordinance approving and confirming the assessments and assessment roll for Local 
Improvement District No. 345 of the City of Longview, and levying and assessing the amounts 
thereof against the several lots, tracts, parcels of land and other property as shown on said 
assessment roll, said Local Improvement District No. 345 having been created under Ordinance 
No. 2862, was introduced and read by title only. 
 
Councilwoman Leber moved adoption of the foregoing ordinance which motion was 
seconded by Councilwoman Stockard and on a vote duly held and recorded with 7 "Aye" 
votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, 
Stockard, and Weber and no "Nay" votes, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and 
passed, affixed his signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No. 
2884. 
 
11.  MAYOR'S REPORTS 
 
A. Discussion Regarding Canceling April 8, 2004 Meeting, Due to Anticipated Lack of Quorum. 
Mayor McCrady asked Council’s pleasure regarding the upcoming April 8, 2004 meeting; since 
it occurs during Spring break, several Councilmembers had already indicated they would be 
absent.   
 
It was moved by Councilwoman Stockard, seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day, to cancel 
the April 8, 2004 Council meeting because of lack of quorum.  Upon a vote duly held, the 
motion was approved with six “Aye” votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers 
Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Leber, Stockard and Weber, and one “Nay” vote by Councilman 
Jensen.   
 
B.  Briefs. 
 

Councilman Anagnostou reported he attended the Council of Governments 
meeting on SR 432, option #K.  They hope this proposal will be better received.  
Regarding housing, funding under Section 8 has been reduced.  The Longview 
Housing Authority will be able to assist 135 fewer families than they are presently 
helping.   
 
Councilman DiRe-Day attended the Regional Transportation Forum, which voted 
in favor of the SR 432 proposal.  This bring all the players and stakeholders into 
agreement on a concept, and now acquiring funding will become the focus.   
 
Councilwoman Leber thanked staff for researching community transportation 
cost comparables in order to determine the effect an increase in fares has on 
ridership.  Ms. Leber noted that our CUBS is pretty much in line with other 
communities our size.   
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Councilman Weber apologized for his late arrival, citing he had to attend his 
daughter’s presentation of her senior project.  He reported briefly on his 
attendance at the National League of Cities Conference in Washington D.C. and 
said the legislators and their aides were favorably impressed with the Teen 
Council representatives and their level of preparation.  He thanked Council for 
their help in sending the teens to Washington.   
 
He also reported on activities of the Public Health Advisory Commission which is 
promoting physical health and physical activities, from walking dogs at the 
Humane Society to walking around Lake Sacajawea.  There was also a report on 
the needle exchange program.  This program is being utilized to offer hepatitis 
immunizations to those participants.  Other programs being offered are tobacco 
cessation and efforts to work with young mothers.   

 
Councilwoman Stockard reported that CAP (Lower Columbia Community Action 
Council) Worksource Program had won an award for its performance.  They 
were awarded $20,000 to use however they wish; they chose to upgrade their 
computers in the office and training facility.  CAP’s Worksource Center is the 
most heavily used in the state.   
 
Regarding the article in The Daily News on the potential siting of a Lowe’s Home 
Improvement Center southeast of Safeway on 30th Avenue and Ocean Beach, the 
Mayor offered that no formal proposal has been made.  If such a formal 
application is made, two different matters would have to be approved:  (1) a 
zoning change from residential to commercial; and (2) a change in the 
Comprehensive Plan.  At every step along the way citizen input will be received.  
Council will have to make a quasi-judicial decision and must refrain from making 
any comments to the newspaper or to constituents.  Councilmembers are free to 
accept input from citizens, but there should not be any verbal exchange on the 
matter.  Mayor McCrady apologized for his remarks that were printed in the 
paper; he knew better than to comment.  He took this opportunity to remind 
Councilmembers of their delicate position.   

 
12.  CONSENT CALENDAR 
There being no items the Council wished removed from the Consent Calendar, a motion 
was duly made and passed approving the items on the Consent Calendar as though acted 
on individually.

13.  LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATIONS 
 
A.  New Applications. 
David Malagon-Lopez, Erika Malagon and La Cabana Mexican Cuisine have applied for a 
Liquor License to serve beer and/or wine by the glass at the table.  This restaurant will be located 
at 1140 – 15th Avenue, Longview.  The Police Department reported it has no concerns about the 
applicants or location.   
 
No Council action was taken.   
 
B.  Special Occasion Application. 
The Toutle Ranch Thrift Center and Toutle Ranch Guild have applied for a Special Occasion 
liquor license for their annual wine tasting fund-raiser, to be held at the St. Rose Parish Center at 
701 – 26th Avenue.  Hors d’oeuvres, wine and one type of beer will be served.  The Police 
Department reported it had had no problems with this event in the past and therefore had no 
concerns with this application.

Councilwoman inquired about the legality of the Columbia Theatre Group serving alcohol on 
public sidewalks.  City Attorney Spencer advised that within the last year Council has adopted 
an Ordinance preventing the consumption of alcohol in the public right-of-way, and in parks, so

this would no longer be permissible.  Council could allow the Theatre to use the sidewalks, 
although Mr. Spencer said he would be uncomfortable saying “this is legal for you, but not for 
others.”   
 
No Council action was taken regarding any of the applications for license renewals.   
 
14.  CITY MANAGER'S REPORTS 
 
A.  Library District Renewal Contract. 
Assistant City Manager Gregory recommended Council approve an extension of the Library 
contract with the Cowlitz County Mini-Rural Library District.  All terms of the contract will 
remain the same, except for a 1.1% increase in costs, which is the maximum levy increase 
allowable under the provisions of Initiative 747.   
 
On a motion made by Councilman Weber, seconded by Councilman Anagnostou, and 
unanimously passed with 7 "Aye" votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers 
Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, Stockard and Weber, the Assistant City Manager's 
recommendation was accepted and approved. 
 
B.  Neighborhood Park Grants. 
Assistant City Manager Gregory asked Director of Parks & Recreation Rich Bemm to give 
details on the Neighborhood Park Grants.  Grant proposals chosen for funding were:  Lake 
Sacajawea Plaza Brick Project, $5,000; Construction of Picnic Shelters and Bullpens at the 
Girls’ Softball fields at Seventh Avenue Park, $3,000; and Field lighting and electrical upgrades 
for the baseball fields at John Null Park, $10,000.  A fourth proposal was made by Longview 
Soccer for field improvements at Seventh Avenue Park.  While initially recommended for 
funding, this proposal was disqualified when no one representing the organization appeared at 
the requisite interview with the Park Board.  Staff therefore recommends the total of $7,000 not 
awarded this year be carried over to the following year.   
 
It was moved by Councilwoman Stockard, seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day, to concur 
with the Neighborhood Park Grant allocations as proposed.   
 
Noting he would like to see the Plaza brick project concluded, Councilman Jensen asked about 
revenues and expenditures on this project.  Director of Parks & Recreation Rich Bemm stated 
total brick sales was just under $93,000.  In addition to the cost of purchasing the bricks, there 
have been architect costs, costs for contractors, installation, certification, mailing costs., etc., for 
a total of $106,500.  The total projected cost for the completion of the Nichols side is $148,000.  
The group has raised funds, obtained grant funds, and utilized volunteers to help move this 
project along.  This $5,000 Neighborhood Park Grant should be sufficient to finalize installation 
and complete the Nichols side of the plaza.   
 
Go-4th Committee Executive Director Robbie Oldemar clarified that one phase of the project 
may not get completed:  the architect has envisioned six pillars at the plaza, which may not be 
finished at this time.   
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Councilwoman Leber asked how these grant funds were used.  If the group is successful in 
raising the monies otherwise, are the grant funds returned to the City or left in the group’s 
general fund.  Rich Bemm answered that the funds are not distributed until after the project is 
complete; even if fundraising efforts generate more than is required for the project, those funds 
awarded through the grant process are not required to be returned to the Parks Department for 
distribution the following year.     
 
Upon a vote duly held, the motion to concur with the distribution of Neighborhood Park 
Grant Funds was unanimously approved.   
 
C.  Authorization for Management of Catlin Pool. 
Assistant City Manager Gregory advised that the City of Kelso has decided to allocate the 
necessary funds to keep the Catlin Pool running for one more year, and to fund some of the 
capital repairs needed at the pool.  This commitment is for 2004 only, as Kelso anticipates the 
Kelso High School pool will be open in 2005.  Kelso has asked the City of Longview to enter 
into an agreement to operate the Catlin Pool, which Longview Recreation employees have done 
in the past.  Assistant City Manager Gregory recommended Council authorize the City Manager 
to enter into this agreement for operation of the Catlin Pool.   
 
Marvin Kallwick, 365 – 16th Avenue, inquired about the study which local government agencies 
are undertaking regarding a pool in the area.  He declared the City could save money in 
employee pay and benefits by having Red Cross-certified veterans conduct the classes for free.  
As a Red-Cross certified swim instructor, Mr. Kallwick asserted he would be put in jail if he 
took money for providing this service.   
 
L. S. Wagle recalled the Catlin Pool was constructed as part of FDR’s Public Works 
Administration.  He hoped Council would show a little fondness for the pool and its historic 
value as one of the last PWA projects still existing in the county.   
 
It was clarified that the area high school pools normally open to the public will not be open this 
summer.   
 
On a motion made by Councilman DiRe-Day, seconded by Councilwoman Stockard, and 
unanimously passed with 7 "Aye" votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers 
Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, Stockard and Weber, the Assistant City Manager's 
recommendation was accepted and approved. 
 
D.  Skate Park Agreement. 
In order to replace skate ramps at Cloney Park, staff was authorized in September to apply for 
grant funds.  Council also authorized the expenditure of up to $72,000 toward the cost of the 
ramps and toward resurfacing the court.  Staff was successful in obtaining $25,000 in grant 
funds, thus reducing the City’s portion of the cost to $47,000.  Staff also asked the City to 
include funds to cover the shipping expenses and taxes on the ramp equipment, bringing the 
City’s total expenditure to $56,000.  This expenditure will be made from the interest earned on 
the Kuntz Funds.  Asst. City Manager Gregory sought Council concurrence with this proposed 
expenditure.   
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Councilman Weber commended Mr. Bemm and staff for their successful grant application and 
for paring down the cost of the project.    
 
On a motion made by Councilwoman Stockard, seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day, and 
unanimously passed with 7 "Aye" votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers 
Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, Stockard and Weber, the Assistant City Manager's 
recommendation was accepted and approved. 
 
E.  Bid Review:  Playground Equipment at 7th Avenue Park. 
Assistant City Manager Gregory advised that the Parks Department had sought proposals to 
supply playground equipment at the 7th Avenue Park.  Playground equipment suppliers were 
asked to present their best configuration of equipment for a total cost of $31,000.  Proposals 
were received from the following companies:   
 

Northwest Playground Equipment:   $30,998.48 
Playscapes Northwest     $30,997.99 
Sitelines Park Products – Alternate #1:  $30.996.45 
Sitelines Park Products – Alternate #2:  $30,999.04 
Wildwood Playgrounds NW:    $31,000.00 
Park and Playground Products:   $30,818.80 
Architecreation Play Equipment:   $30,946.70 

 
Director of Parks and Recreation Rich Bemm explained that his staff reviewed the proposals for 
the best value and amount of play.  Northwest Playground Equipment’s bid of $30,998.48, while 
not the lowest bid, provided the best assortment of equipment for the dollar, and Mr. Bemm 
proposed Council award the contract to them.   
 
City Attorney Spencer noted the agenda documents referred to these proposals as bids.  He 
recommended that this type of bidding should henceforth always be referred to as proposals 
rather than bids.   
 
On a motion made by Councilman Weber, seconded by Councilwoman Leber, and 
unanimously passed with 7 "Aye" votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers 
Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, Stockard and Weber, staff’s recommendation was 
accepted and approved. 
 
F.  Bid Review:  Columbia Theatre Marquee Project.   
Bids were opened on March 17, 2004, for the Columbia Theatre Marquee Project.  This project 
involves replacing the existing marquee with a new marquee.  The new marquee design has been 
reviewed and approved by the Historic Preservation Commission.   
 
The following bids were received:

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Assistant City Manager Gregory stated the bid from Five Rivers Construction, inc., was regular 
and responsive and the contractor should be awarded the contract, contingent upon funding being 
received from the Columbia Theatre for the Performing Arts group for their portion of the work.   
 
On a motion made by Councilman DiRe-Day, seconded by Councilman Weber, and 
unanimously passed with 7 "Aye" votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers 
Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, Stockard and Weber, the Assistant City Manager's 
recommendation was accepted and approved. 
 
G.  Bid Review:  Columbia Theatre Rigging Installation. 
The City Manager noted that bids were opened on March 17, 2004 for this project, which 
consists of a Motorized Line-Shaft Rigging Installation Project.  This is a safety-related project 
that involves replacing the existing manual rigging system for raising and lowering stage lighting 
with a motorized winch system.

SUMMARY STATEMENT: 

On April 7, 2004, the Planning Commission reviewed a proposed ordinance that adopts regulations addressing 
boundary line adjustments.  Although Title 19 contains regulations addressing subdivisions and short plats, 
there are no regulations governing applications for boundary line adjustments. 

Individuals wishing to subdivide or short plat real property are required to adhere to established regulations 
contained in the LMC.  However, requests for boundary line adjustments are unregulated.  Staff is concerned 
that without regulatory control over boundary line adjustment petitions, parcels that do not meet minimum 
developable standards could be inadvertently created.  In the past, parcels have been created that do not meet 
the minimum area requirements specified in the zoning ordinance.  Other parcels have been created that have no 
access to a public street.  Under the current zoning standards, parcels that do not meet minimum area 
requirements or have access to a public street cannot be developed or built upon.  Additionally, the lack of a 
recorded legal description when parcel boundary lines are adjusted poses serious problems in the future when 
the land changes hands or when a dispute over ownership arises.

REQUEST: Petition to amend the language of title 19 LMC to add a section 
entitled, “Boundary Line Adjustments”, adopting procedures for the 
review and approval of boundary line adjustments in order to ensure 
that such divisions of land are accomplished in an orderly manner, with 
proper records, and in compliance with applicable laws. 

BACKGROUND AND PROPOSAL 

Section 19.80 of the Longview Municipal Code establishes regulations for individuals wishing to 
subdivide land into five or more parcels or lots.  LMC 19.67 of the Longview Municipal Code 
establishes regulations for individuals wishing to short plat land into four or less parcels or lots.  Staff 
recently prepared an application form to address the more frequent request to adjust the location of a 
boundary or lot line.  This form is provided to those individuals who make inquiry as to what they 
need to do to move or “adjust” a parcel boundary line.  However, there are no provisions to address 
boundary or lot line adjustments contained within the Longview Municipal Code. 

Chapter 58 of the Revised Code of Washington (RCW) establishes procedures for establishing 
boundary or lot lines.  The RCWs provide the city with the ability to establish a process by which 
such applications are reviewed.  Several municipalities and counties in the state have adopted such 
procedures.  Longview has not adopted such a process. 

Staff is concerned that without the regulatory control over lot line adjustment petitions, lots that do 
not meet minimum developable standards could be inadvertently created.  For example, lots that do 
not have access to a public right-of-way have been created in the past.  Presently, individuals wishing 
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to move a lot line simply draw up a plat and record it with Cowlitz County.  Cowlitz County officials 
do not review these plats to ensure they meet established City of Longview zoning controls. 

Community Development Department staff is concerned that without city regulatory oversight, 
parcels may be created that do not meet the minimum lot size and public street frontage standards 
specified in Title 19.  There are several lots citywide that have no access to a public street 
whatsoever, thereby rendering these lots undevelopable under current zoning standards. 

Currently, there is no fee assessed by the City to process a Boundary Line Adjustment.  Staff is not 
proposing to adopt a fee for this service at this time. 

SEPA DETERMINATION 

As lead agency, the City of Longview determined that this text amendment request is a proposal or 
adoption of legislation, rules, regulations, resolutions or ordinances or plans related solely to 
governmental procedures and containing no substantive standards respecting use or modification of 
the environment.  Therefore, staff determined that the application is exempt from environmental 
review under WAC 197-11-800(20). 

APPLICABLE CODE SECTIONS 

None. 

STAFF DISCUSSION 

Staff is aware of several boundary line adjustments that have been made without benefit of City 
review.  Since there are no regulations specifically addressing boundary line adjustments, many 
individuals wishing to adjust parcel boundaries simply draw up a rough plat map and record it with 
the Cowlitz County Auditor’s Office. 

By not following a prescribed action, the potential for creating undevelopable/unbuildable lots exist.  
Additionally, parcels have been created without an accompanying legal description.  The lack of a 
recorded legal description poses serious problems down the road when the land changes hands or 
when a dispute over ownership arises.  There are instances where residential structures that have been 
constructed over property boundary lines that had been adjusted without benefit of a plat map and 
accompanying legal description.  There are also instances where boundary lines have been adjusted 
without benefit of review that has created non-conforming lots. 

The proposed ordinance is to establish procedures for the approval of boundary line adjustments in 
order to ensure that such divisions of land are accomplished in an orderly manner, with proper 
records established, and in compliance with applicable laws.  The proposed ordinance will address 
only the adjustment of boundary lines and the elimination of boundary lines between two or more 
parcels (sometimes called “cancel and combine”).  It will not address, nor is it intended to address the 
creation of any additional lots.  The City has other ordinances that address these situations. 
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The proposed ordinance also identifies the minimum requirements for individuals to make 
application for a boundary line adjustment.  The ordinance requires that Community Development 
Department staff review the proposal to ensure that boundary lot adjustments will be in accordance 
with the zoning ordinance and not create situations where utility service will be compromised.  The 
ordinance will also ensure that a proper legal description is created for each lot affected by a 
boundary line adjustment by requiring a survey.  A full survey will not be required for a single 
boundary line adjustment, or a boundary line adjustment for property under one ownership. 

Finally, the ordinance references an application form [Exhibit B].  This form will provide proper 
documentation of the action. 

STAFF FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATION 

Staff finds that the potential exists for lots to be altered in such a way that will render them 
undevelopable and/or unbuildable under the current area regulations described in the zoning districts 
contained in Title 19, the City of Longview Zoning Ordinance. 

Staff also finds that there is a need to adopt minimum regulations to protect property owners and 
potential future property owners when adjusting the boundary lines of existing parcels of land. 

Staff further finds that there is a need to adopt standards for boundary line adjustments that will 
ensure adequate space, light and air, ingress and egress, and to permit conveyance by accurate legal 
description. 

Staff further finds that there is a necessity to promote the protection of the public’s health, safety and 
general welfare by ensuring that all parcels subject to boundary line adjustments have sufficient area 
and dimension to meet the established zoning criteria described in Title 19. 

Staff further finds that the Community Development Director, or his designee, should be authorized 
and directed to administer the provisions of the proposed chapter, and shall be granted the authority 
to summarily approve or disapprove boundary line adjustments in accordance with the proposed 
chapter. 

Staff recommends approval of the proposed ordinance.

19.68.010 Purpose and intent. 
The purpose of this Chapter is to establish procedures for the approval of boundary line 

adjustments in order to ensure that such divisions of land are accomplished in an orderly 
manner, with proper records established, and in compliance with applicable laws. 

19.68.020 Authority. 
This Chapter is adopted pursuant to the authority of Chapter 58.17 RCW, RCW 

35A63.100(3), and laws of the State of Washington. 

19.68.030 Definition. 
A boundary line adjustment is defined as a division of land made for the purpose of 

alteration by adjusting boundary lines, between platted or unplatted lots or both, which 
does not create any additional lot, tract, parcel, site, or division, nor create any lot, tract, 
parcel, site, or division which contains insufficient area and dimensions to meet 
minimum requirements for width and area for a building site and may be accomplished in 
nonconforming situations when the degree of nonconformity is not increased. 

19.68.040 Scope. 
The submittal of boundary line adjustment applications for City approval under this 

Chapter shall be required by the affected property owners.  Said approval shall be 
consistent with the provisions of this Chapter. 

19.68.050 Application. 
All applications for boundary line adjustments shall be submitted to the director on 

application forms made available in the Community Development Department.  The 
application shall include the signatures of all property owners affected by the adjustment.  
In addition, a drawing measuring not less than 18” by 22”, drawn to scale, shall be 
provided with the following information: 

(1) Existing property lines shown as dashed or broken lines, and adjusted property lines 
shown as solid lines; 

(2) Distance between existing and adjusted line(s); 
(3) Dimensions of all property lines before and after adjustment; 
(4) Location of all existing buildings, with closest distance between each building and 

all existing and proposed property lines displayed;

(5) Legal description of each lot involved prior to the boundary line adjustment; 
(6) Legal description of each lot involved after the boundary line adjustment; 
(7) Location of existing and proposed easements that are in favor of a public entity; 
(8) The location of public and private streets. 
(9) A fee as established by the city council by resolution. 

19.68.060 Community Development Department Decision. 
The Community Development Department’s approval shall be based on whether or not 

the proposed boundary line adjustment meets the following standards: 
(1) The boundary line adjustment does not create any additional new lots; 
(2) The boundary line adjustment does not create any lot which does not meet the 

minimum lot width and area standards for the zone district in which it is located; 
(3) The boundary line adjustment does not increase the degree of nonconformance of 

structures, lots, or other factors with respect to zoning standards; 
(4) The boundary line adjustment makes provision for all necessary utility easements; 
(5) The adjusted lots meet the Building Site Dimensions for the District in which the 

parcel is located, with respect to configuration and access to public streets; or if the 
existing lots do not meet these requirements, the adjusted lots do not increase the 
degree of nonconformity 

The Community Development Department shall take action on the request within 
twenty (20) working days from the date the application is deemed complete.  The 
applicant shall be notified in writing of the action. 

19.68.070 Recording. 
If the proposed boundary line adjustment is approved: 
(1) The applicant shall cause a survey map to be prepared and recorded with the 

Cowlitz County Auditor’s Office on reproducible mylar material (stabilized 
drafting film) measuring at least 18” by 22”.  Full surveys are not required for 
boundary line adjustments when a single property line is involved.  At a minimum, 
the mylar shall contain the following information: 

(a) A north point, graphic scale and small vicinity map; 
(b) Old property lines and dimensions as dashed or broken lines, new property 

lines and dimensions as solid lines. 
(c) All property lines shall be fully dimensioned, with the area calculations for 

each lot noted on the face of the plat; 
(d) Correct street names and current zoning designation; 
(e) Names of all affected property owners, and addresses of affected parcels.  If a 

parcel is vacant, an address will be assigned by the City; 
(f) Building locations, building setbacks (distance from existing structures to 

nearest property lines), location of easements, utility connection points and 
public and private streets; 

(g) Identification of all lots involved as Lot 1, Lot 2, etc. 
(h) Signature blocks for all property owners; 
(i) Signature blocks for the Community Development Director and Public Works 

Director. 
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(2) Legal descriptions shall be prepared for each lot after the boundary has been 
relocated, and the legal description for each lot shall be placed on the face of the 
survey map. 

(3) Any previous short plat or boundary line adjustments shall be noted on the survey 
map in the title block or plat notes; 

(4) The survey map shall contain a surveyor’s certificate consistent with RCW 
58.09.080 and all other certificates and other information required by Chapter 58.09 
RCW. 

(5) A copy of the recorded survey shall be provided to the Community Development 
Department. 

(6) On the face of the survey map, the language of any and all covenants, deed 
restrictions, or other property use limitations on the property shall be set forth, 
together with the volume and page where such language is recorded. 

19.68.080 Appeals. 
(1) Any person aggrieved by the decision of the Community Development Director 

under LMC 19.68.050 may appeal the decision to the Appeal Board of Adjustment 
in a manner described in LMC 19.12. 

(2) Appeals shall be submitted to the Community Development Department in writing 
within fourteen (14) calendar days following the date of mailing the decision to the 
applicant.

 “City” means the City of Longview, Washington, a municipal corporation duly organized 

and existing under and by virtue of the Constitution and laws of the State of Washington. 

 “Council” means the Council of the City as the same shall be duly and regularly 

constituted from time to time. 

 “District” means Local Improvement District No. 346 of the City created by Ordinance 

No. 2863. 

 “Guaranty Fund” means the Guaranty Fund of the City authorized and maintained 

pursuant to Ch. 35.54 RCW. 

 “Improvements” means the improvements made within the District as described in 

Ordinance No. 2863. 

 “LID Fund” means the Local Improvement District No. 346 Fund created by Ordinance 

No. 2863. 

 Section 2. Authorization of Bonds.  After payment in full of all outstanding warrants 

previously issued and all interfund loans previously made to provide funds for the making of 

improvements in the District, all money received by the City in payment of, penalties, if any, and 

interest on the Assessments levied in the District shall be paid into the LID Fund and used to pay 

the principal of and interest on the Bonds authorized by this ordinance, and as security for such 

payment the LID Fund is hereby pledged. 
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 For the purpose of paying the costs of the Improvements, the City shall issue its Local 

Improvement District No. 346 Bonds, 2004 (the “Bonds”) in the aggregate principal amount of 

$30,360.53.  The Bonds shall be dated as of the date of their delivery to the purchasers, shall be 

numbered in such manner and with any additional designation as the Bond Registrar deems 

necessary for the purpose of identification and control, shall be in the denomination of $1,000 

each or any integral multiple thereof, except for one Bond in the amount of $1,360.53 and shall 

bear interest from their date at the rate of 3.75% per annum.  Interest shall be payable annually 

beginning June 1, 2005, and annually thereafter on the 1st day of June of each year, and shall 

mature June 1, 2016. 

 The Bonds shall be obligations only of the LID Fund and the Guaranty Fund of the City 

and shall not be general obligations of the City.   

 Both the principal of and interest on the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the 

United States of America.  Interest on the Bonds shall be paid by check or draft mailed to 

registered owners or assigns at the addresses appearing on the Bond Register as of fifteen days 

preceding the interest payment date.

 Section 3. Bond Register and Exchange of Bonds.  The Bond Register shall be 

maintained by the Bond Registrar, and shall contain the name and mailing address of the owner 

or owners of each Bond or nominee of such owner or owners and the principal amount and 

number of Bonds held by each owner or nominee.

The Bonds shall be redeemed at par in advance of their 

scheduled maturity, by application of Assessments and prepayments thereof, in whole or in part 

in numerical order, on any interest payment date whenever there shall be sufficient money in the 

LID Fund to pay the same and all Bonds which mature at such time, over and above an amount 

sufficient for the payment of the interest next accruing on all unpaid Bonds.  The Bond Registrar 

shall maintain a system of numbering which shall permit reissued and/or transferred Bonds to be 

called in accordance with their original number at the time of issuance.   

 Notice of any such intended redemption shall be given not less than fifteen days nor more 

than sixty days prior to the date fixed for redemption by first class mail, postage prepaid, to the 

registered owner of any Bond to be redeemed at the address appearing on the Bond Register.

Notice 
of any such intended redemption shall be given by mail to the registered owners of the Bonds to 
be redeemed at the addresses appearing on the bond registration books maintained by the Bond 
Registrar not more than 60 nor fewer than 15 days prior to such redemption date.
