B. ORDINANCE NO. 2893, AMENDING LMC RELATING TO ANIMALS AT LAKE

of enacting LMC § 7.36.115 to prohibit animals on the 4™ day of July in the area of Lake
Sacajawea Park bounded by Washington Way, Louisiana Street, Kessler Boulevard and Nichols
Boulevard.

14. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
A. 2005 CERTIFIED LOCAL GOVERNMENT GRANT AWARD/CONTRACT WITH

STATE FOR HISTORIC PRESERVATION INVENTORY OF OLD WEST SIDE,
PHASE TWO
The Community Development Department, at the recommendation of the Historic Preservation
Commission, has applied for and received a Historic Preservation Grant through the State Office
of Archaeology and Historic Preservation. The City of Longview is one of only 30 certified local
governments in the state approved to undertake Historic Preservation activities. As a certified
local government, the City is obligated to inventory properties within its boundaries. This
competitive grant will allow a small portion of the Old West Side homes to be researched and
documented on State Historic Inventory Forms. A minimum of 75 homes constructed between
1923 and 1940 will be the focus of the grant. The target area will be between Hemlock and
Hudson Streets, and Kessler Boulevard and Washington Way in the 1200 block area. Letters will
be sent to residents/owners within the target area explaining the project.

This grant would allow a consultant to provide direction to volunteers and enter historical
information and architectural features into an electronic state database. Residents in the survey
area may also volunteer and research their own home as well. Homes worthy of historical
designation would be asked to join the Longview Register on a voluntary basis. The City is
currently working under a 2004 Certified Local Government Grant for Phase 1 within the 1600
block area of the Old West Side.

Products produced for the scope of work in the grant would be:

e 75 completed inventory forms in hard copy, printed from the Statewide Historic Property
Inventory Database;

e CD-ROM of the Statewide Historic Property Inventory Database with each site entered;

e Map of the entire survey area with each inventoried property clearly marked,;

e Survey Project Report including the introduction, survey methodology, analysis,
recommendations, and appendices;

* Public presentation to the City Council of the Survey Project Report.

The Grant award is $5989 and will be matched with a 40% in-kind match of staff time and
volunteers. The grant period is October 1, 2004 through September 30, 2005. Subsequent grants
may be applied for upon successful completion of this grant, in order to survey the entire Old
West Side.

B. ADOPTION OF THE 2004-2008 CONSOLIDATED HOUSING AND COMMUNITY

DEVELOPMENT PLAN

The City of Longview has completed a 30-day public comment period (May 1-30) for its Draft
2004-2008 HOME Consolidated Plan for the HOME Investment Partnership Program and the
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program. This new plan will cover housing and
community development needs for the program years 2004 through 2008. In order to receive
2004 CDBG Entitlement funding and continue to receive HOME Entitlement funding, the City of
Longview is required to submit a Consolidated Plan for approval to HUD by June 15. The City
will be receiving $443,000 for the CDBG Program and $405,124 for the HOME Program based
on figures released by HUD. These federal applications for funding will be submitted within the
final Consolidated Plan. The program year begins August 1 and ends July 31 annually.



All public comments received have been reviewed, and responses have been written for inclusion
within the Consolidated Plan under Appendix A. All of the issues raised through the comments
have either been incorporated into the final electronic version of the plan or explained as to how
the issue is addressed within the plan. Appendix A describes what modifications to the plan have
been made. Upon any further changes to the Consolidated Plan by Council at this meeting, final
copies of the entire document will then be printed for HUD submission.

The Consolidated plan lists the community's priority needs for housing (for the Longview-Kelso
Consortium), community facilities, public facilities, economic development, and public services.
The Plan also contains the 2004 Action Plan for HOME and CDBG projects. These entitlement
programs must principally benefit low- and moderate-income persons, prevent or eliminate slums
or blight, or meet an urgent need to public health or safety.

The Cowlitz-Wahkiakum Council of Governments is under contract to produce the 2004-2008
Consolidated Plan.

Motion to approve the final version of the HOME 2004-2008 Consolidated Plan for submission
to HUD, and direct the City Manager to sign the required certifications for submission and
applications for funding.

C. DRIVEWAY VARIANCE: 1116 OCEAN BEACH HWY.
Sherwin Williams Company is requesting a variance to create one oversized driveway at 1116
Ocean Beach Highway to serve their new store. The variance request calls for widening an
existing driveway approach from 25” to 50’ wide. This request exceeds the opening widths
presently allowed for driveways.

These facilities are served by large trucks, which have difficulty maneuvering through a standard
width driveway. The Community Development Department has also reviewed this request and
concurs with the recommendation for approval.

1. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor McCrady.

2. INVOCATION/FLAG SALUTE
The invocation was pronounced by Pastor John Crocker, Northlake Baptist Church. Following
the invocation, Councilman Anagnostou led the flag salute.

4. APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

On a motion duly made and passed, the reading of the minutes of the regular Council
meeting held May 13, 2004, copies of which had been submitted to the Mayor and members
of the City Council, was waived and the minutes were approved as if read.

5. CHANGES/REVISIONS TO THE AGENDA

Mayor McCrady announced two changes to the agenda: (1) Ordinance No. 2891, concerning
barking dogs, has been amended to include Section G; and (2) Item 14.H., Go-Fourth requests
for Ordinances, has been added.
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6. PRESENTATIONS & AWARDS

A. Proclamation: Local Veterans Employment Representative Month.

Mayor McCrady invited Melvin Artita to the podium to accept the Proclamation on behalf of
State of Washington, Employment Security Department. The Proclamation detailed the
activities of the Local Veterans Employment Representative (LVER), a Department of Labor
program which is better known as the “GI Bill.” This program was created to assist veterans
returning from service in WWII, and has continued to assist veterans returning from subsequent
wars and military actions to readjust to civilian life, obtain counseling and training, and find
employment. This program observed its 60th anniversary of providing assistance to veterans.
Mr. Artita accepted the Proclamation and thanked Council for the recognition.

7. CONSTITUENTS' COMMENTS

A. Mr. Wagle’s Comments.

L. S. Wagle, 1405 17th Avenue, urged Council to keep Lowe’s [Home Improvement] out of
Longview, as Longview does not need any more non-union businesses. Mr. Wagle spoke of the
City’s long history as a union town.

B. Windemere #7: CAP Self-Help Housing Project.

John Haas, 2445 50th Avenue, expressed his displeasure at Council’s approval of the location of
Lower Columbia Community Action Council’s (LCCAC, also known as CAP) proposal for self-
help housing.

Lloyd Solon, 2450 50th, repeated this protest. He felt Council had treated CAP more favorably
than other contractors. He asserted that CAP came to Council and Council offered them the
Windemere property for development. He felt the residents should have been consulted first.
The fact that thirty families were represented at a meeting on this issue just last night to voice
their objections to the location of this housing project supported his belief the residents were not
in favor of it.

1440 - 11th Avenue Resident Dan Smith congratulated Council for diversifying the location of
public housing throughout the City. He said “We are Americans -- we don’t say, “no, not in my
neighborhood.” We need to help people who have fewer advantages.

CAP Energy and Housing Director Sheila Girt clarified that CAP brought the Windemere #7
project to Council for funding; CAP located the property — Council did not “offer” it to them.
Initially CAP had been interested in a different site, but that location did not pan out.

Also speaking against the location of the CAP self-help housing project was Brian Schmutz,
4960 Hickory. He stated his understanding was Council was supposed to make decisions based
on the good of the people. Stating this project could not help but have a negative impact to the
area, he urged Council to reconsider this project.

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10. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS

A. Ordinance No. 2890, Authorizing Sale of Bonds for LID #345.

An Ordinance of the City of Longview, Washington, authorizing the issuance and sale of Local
Improvement District No. 345 Bonds in the principal amount of $61,710.00; providing the form,
terms, rate, maturity, conditions and covenants of the bonds; providing for the disposition of the
proceeds of their sale; and authorizing the sale of such bonds, was introduced and read by title
only.

Councilman Anagnostou moved adoption of the foregoing ordinance which motion was
seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day and on a vote duly held and recorded with 6 ""Aye"
votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Stockard,
and Weber and no ""Nay"" votes, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and passed,
affixed his signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No. 2890.

B. Ordinance No. 2891, Amending Nuisance Abatement Ordinance Relating to Noisy Animals.
An Ordinance amending section chapter 6.06 of the Longview Municipal Code by the enactment
of a new section to be designated as section 6.06.025, providing for the abatement of dogs and
other animals that are “habitual violators™ of the animal control ordinance, by requiring that such
animals be located elsewhere, removed from the city or being humanely euthanized; and by
amending subsection (4) of section 6.06.020 of the Longview Municipal Code to clarify the
language and conform to court interpretations and requirements. This ordinance provides that
after the issuance of three notices of violation within a period of 12 months, the possessor of a
nuisance animal (generally a dog that barks continuously) may be served with an abatement
notification, requiring that the animal be moved out of the city, removed to another location, or
euthanized. The foregoing Ordinance was introduced and read by title only.

It was moved by Councilman Dire-Day, and seconded by Councilwoman Stockard, to
approve Ordinance No. 2891.

Assistant City Attorney Shuman clarified certain provisions in the Ordinance. The Ordinance
does not specify “nighttime” barking, since the existing noise ordinance addresses that situation,
and it is a criminal matter. Adoption of this new Ordinance will make it a civil infraction to
permit an animal to incessantly make noise. When asked how this process develops, Mr.
Shuman stated the resident makes a diary of all the barking/noise incidents and presents it to the
Humane Society. The Humane Society investigates and will cite the animal owner if they
believe a problem exists. The pet owner may contest the charge, and a hearing will be held. The
Judge will decide what happens.

An additional feature of this Ordinance authorizes the City to remove the offending animal if the
owner continues to ignore tickets.

Upon a vote duly held and recorded with 4 **Aye™" votes by Mayor McCrady and
Councilmembers DiRe-Day, Stockard, and Weber and 2 *"Nay"* votes by Councilmen
Anagnostou and Jensen, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and passed, affixed his
signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No. 2891.
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C. Resolution No. 1793, Increasing Taxi Cab Rates.

A Resolution fixing the rates to be charged by any person operating a taxicab within the city
limits of the City of Longview, repealing Resolution No. 1700, and providing for a review of
such rates by the City Council during calendar year 2009, was introduced and read by title only.

It was moved by Councilwoman Stockard, seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day, to adopt
Resolution No. 1793.

Councilman Anagnostou gquestioned why the Resolution did not seem to reflect the discussion or
Councilman Weber’s motion from the last meeting. Assistant City Manager Gregory noted that
the existing Resolution was not in front of Council during that discussion. Some inconsistencies
between what the taxicab owners asked for and provisions in the current resolution had to be
resolved. He said City Attorney Spencer developed the Resolution as a compromise between
what the taxicab owners sought and Council direction at the last meeting. New rates will be
implemented effective June 1, 2004, and will be revisited by Council in 2009.

Upon a vote duly held and recorded with 6 ""Aye"" votes by Mayor McCrady and
Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Stockard, and Weber, and no ""Nay"
votes, the Mayor declared the resolution adopted and passed, affixed his signature of
approval thereon and the resolution was assigned the No. 1793, a copy of which is on file in
the office of the City Clerk.

11. MAYOR'S REPORTS

« Councilwoman Stockard reported she had attended last night’s CAP meeting; since a report of
those proceedings was in front of Council, she did not elaborate. She also attended the COG
meeting as Councilman Anagnostou’s alternate. Since that meeting was held in Wahkiakum
County, agenda topics were primarily concerned with Wahkiakum County.

« Councilman Weber stated he had attended the recent Public Health Advisory Committee meeting
at the Cowlitz County Health Department. That entity may be forced to develop and present two
different budgets due to uncertainties regarding changes in taxation.

14. CITY MANAGER'S REPORTS

A. Cowlitz County Corrections 2003 Annual Report.

Assistant City Manager Gregory welcomed Cowlitz County Commissioner George Raiter and
Corrections Executive Director Bill Weiss to the meeting. Commissioner Raiter thanked
Council and staff for their working relationship with the Council in regards to the jail. Longview
is the County’s largest customer.

Noting Council had already been provided a copy of his comprehensive annual report, Mr. Weiss
said he would only touch upon the highlights. Dominant themes in the last year have been:
methamphetamine use, mental illness, and jail overcrowding. In order to cut down on jail
overcrowding, a booking committee was formed with representatives from all the police
agencies to decide who should be booked into the jail.

In September 2005, however, the new jail facility should be open. This jail will provide 250
beds, and 50 beds will continue to be utilized in the old jail site. An additional 50 beds can
easily be added to the new facility, for a total capacity of 350.

Mr. Weiss noted the mentally ill do not belong in jail, but that is where they end up. Funds for
medicine are going to be increasingly difficult to obtain.

Drug Court is working great; a researcher from Portland will soon conclude his study on how
successful this program has been. Additionally, the fee for this program has been increased and
the County is getting fairly close to paying for that program.

Mr. Weiss reported the cost of jail meals has increased and is now 79 cents per meal. Discussion
is taking place regarding going to only two meals per day. The cost of feeding prisoners is a
huge cost for the County.

Medicine co-pay amounts for inmates are going to be revisited. While Mr. Weiss would like to
be able to present an inmate with a bill for the cost of his stay, he has only been successful in
implementing a booking fee.

Commissioner Raiter recapped that the new jail will give Cowlitz County the capacity to house
area criminals. The mentally ill do not belong in jail. He commented that the greatness of a
society is judged by the way it treats its weakest citizens.
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B. Ocean Beach Highway/Pacific/Nichols Traffic Modification Report.

Assistant City Manager Bob Gregory announced that two public meetings were held on this
contentious issue. He offered staff a “pat on the back” for their hard work in looking at all
available options to alleviate this traffic situation. He introduced Public Works Director Jeff
Cameron to present the results of this process.

Mr. Cameron stated the purpose of this project is to improve the flow of traffic in the Ocean
Beach corridor. SR4 has a very high accident rate from Longview to the Wahkiakum County
line. A Hazard Elimination System Grant (HES) has been obtained to assist with improving
traffic safety. This presentation will recap input from the public meetings and engineering
studies. An traffic engineering consulting firm, The Transpo Group, was brought in for
additional expertise.

Utilizing a PowerPoint presentation, Mr. Cameron outlined each of eight options that had been
identified for traffic control changes on Ocean Beach Highway in the area encompassing NW
Nichols Blvd., Pacific Way, NE Nichols Blvd., and Olympia Way. The options were organized
from the most radical, and expensive, to the least restrictive. Option #1, the most radical, would
extend Pacific Way directly to Nichols Blvd. This would require acquiring four residences, and
called for the creation of a cul-de-sac on NW Nichols.

Options #2 through #7 proposed varying types and combinations of turning lanes, restrictive
medians, cul-de-sacs, and signal modifications to control traffic patterns. Option #8 called for
no modifications at NW Nichols, Pacific Way, or NE Nichols other than upgrading the traffic
signal. Common to all options is a right turn deceleration lane at Olympia Way and
implementing synchonization of the traffic signals.

After explaining the different options, Mr. Cameron showed how the options ranked in relation
to their effectiveness. Except for Option #1, which did not function as well as expected, the
most expensive options were also the most effective, however, they were not well received by
citizens who would be affected by the changes.

During the public meetings, staff distributed ballots asking the attendees to rate each of the
options, and the attendees voted in favor of Option #7, with Option #8 also ranking well. Public
opinion would therefore seem to indicate a desire to leave existing traffic patterns alone, but
adding turn lanes and synchronized signals.

Since Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) has authority over this section
of Ocean Beach Highway (SR4), they must agree to any traffic modifications. WSDOT
indicated a preference for Option #1, or a combination of Options #2 and #3. WSDOT indicated
a willingness to accept Option #7; however, it was deemed to be only a short-term fix.

The proposed right-turn deceleration lane from Ocean Beach onto NE Nichols presents several
issues. This corner is very sharp. To accommodate school buses, the radius of the right turn
needs to be increased. To accomplish this modification, the first option would call for
acquisition of a portion of the private property abutting NE Nichols and Oceacn Beach Hwy.
Staff has spoken with the property owner, and she has expressed an unwillingness to sell. If
thisdesign is chosen, issues of eminent domain would be raised, and it is uncertain that the city
could demonstrate an appropriate level of need to acquire the property through eminent domain.
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An alternative would be to shift the roadway east onto the existing right-of-way adjacent to Lake
Sacajawea park property. Most people think this is all park property, however, some of the land
is road right-of-way. This would require removing several trees. A third alternative is to remain
within the existing NE Nichols alignment, In order to accommodate bus turning movements,
one of the northbound queing lanes on NE Nichols would be eliminated. The intersection would
not function optimally because traffic waiting at the light might not make it through on one cycle
if the line is long. Timing preference will be given to Ocean Beach Highway, so some vehicles
may not make it through the light during peak periods.

Pointing out the deceleration lane from Ocean Beach onto Kessler/Olympia, Mr. Cameron stated
this expansion would necessitate moving both the sidewalk and walking path lower on the bank
toward the lake. Some retaining wall construction would be required. The Historic Preservation
Commission has reviewed this proposal and has granted conditional approval.

Other obstacles include: Lake Sacajawea is considered a water of the State, thus requiring a
Shoreline Use Permit and study to determine any adverse effects on the water. Since this is State
Route 4, this would create a 4f situation, which evaluates impacts to parks, waterbodies, and
other similar features to determine if there are no feasible alternatives to impacting the park.

The Federal HighwayAdministration would be involved for their determination whether this
change should be implemented. Work here will also raise stormwater issues. Mr. Cameron
concluded by stating he thought it would be possible to work through all these conditions.

Staff recommends adoption of Option #7, which would construct two right-turn lanes and
synchronize all signals.

Mr. Cameron clarified for Council that safety improvements would be realized even without
widening NE Nichols to two lanes northbound; safety concerns would also be alleviated by
constructing the two right-turn deceleration lanes on Ocean Beach Highway.

Council wished to hear audience input prior to making a motion.

One resident asserted the biggest traffic problem on this section of road is drivers who run red
lights. No modifications to the roads would be needed if existing speed limit laws were enforced
and drivers who run red lights were ticketed. She suggested law enforcement spend more time in
the area, or utilize cameras to monitor drivers. The Mayor advised her cameras are not legal in
this state.

Buck Reinholt, representing his mother, the property owner of 333 Nichols, stated the City
should utilize its existing right-of-way next to the park. Recalling the picture Mr. Cameron had
shown which approximated the parcel needed to improve the turning radius, Mr. Reinholt said
the picture did not accurately represent the amount of property that would be taken. The actual
property line would be moved back behind an installation of shrubs that serve as a sound barrier
for his mother. Mr. Reinholt concluded by requesting Council use its own right-of-way rather
than taking her property.
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Dan Smith, 1440 11th Avenue, commented that staff had worked awfully hard to develop these
proposals, and something needs to be done. His opinion was not to take any more land away
from Lake Sacajawea.

Spruce Street resident Sid Klein noted he was impressed with the presentation and asked for a
copy of the staff report. (Staff provided him a copy of the report.) Mr. Klein wanted to discuss
the possible siting of Lowe’s on the north side of Ocean Beach and how that might further
complicate the traffic patterns on Ocean Beach. The Mayor repeatedly told him that topic was
not presently under discussion.

When asked whether signal synchronization helped reduce accident rates, Interim Police Chief
Barnd stated he did not know, but he assumed that it did. Transportation Engineer John Bean
concurred, stating upgrades of signals, including synchronization and vehicle detectors, did
much to alleviate accident rates by improving signal operation and reducing driver frustration
and impatience. In addition, the blue lights will be installed on these installations to assist law
enforcement in apprehending red-light runners.

Councilman Jensen moved to accept Option #7, with the caveat that the City takes none of
the private property owner’s property. This motion died for lack of a second.

There was further discussion and clarification regarding what could be done to the NE Nichols
entry to Ocean Beach. Public Works Director Cameron recapped that there are actually three
options here: (1) Obtain land from the private property owner to improve the turning radius; (2)
shift the road onto existing public right-of-way abutting the park, which might necessitate
removing at least three park trees; or (3) Leave the road footprint as is and shift the centerline to
the east to accommodate right turns from Ocean Beach onto NE Nichols. This would cut down
the stacking area for left-turning vehicles on NE Nichols; they may have to wait through two or
more lights at the busiest times of day. This last option would negatively impact northbound
traffic.

Councilman Weber moved to adopt Option #7, without infringing upon either the abutting
private property or the right-of-way adjacent to the lake. Councilman DiRe-Day seconded
the motion.

Councilman Anagnostou suggested a compromise of taking a small portion of each abutting
piece of property: part of the private property and part of the park right-of-way. Mr. Cameron
noted that the private property owner is not willing to relinquish any of her property.

Upon a vote duly held, the motion unanimously carried with six “Aye” votes by Mayor
McCrady, and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Stockard, and Weber.

The Mayor recessed the meeting at 8:45 p.m. The meeting reconvened at 8:58 p.m.

C. Set Public Hearing (6/10/04): 2005 — 2010 Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program
(TIP).

The City must update its Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program annually by June 30.
In order to obtain federal funding, a project must appear on the TIP. After adoption, the TIP can
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be subsequently amended by Council action following a public hearing to include new projects
and funding sources.

Assistant City Manager Bob Gregory recommended Council set a public hearing on the TIP for
June 10, 2004. The revised TIP will be available for public review at least two weeks prior to
this hearing date.

Councilman Jensen moved adoption of the motion, which motion was seconded by
Councilwoman Stockard, and, upon a vote duly held and recorded with 6 ""Aye" votes by
Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Stockard, and
Weber, and no ""Nay"" votes, the motion was unanimously adopted.

D. Interlocal Agreement for Document Recording Fees.

Assistant City Manager Gregory stated this agreement would distribute the funds accumulated
by the County with the $10-per-transaction recording fee. Longview would receive a one-time
lump sum payment of approximately $87,000; annual receipts from this source should
approximate $36,000 per year. These funds were taken into consideration when housing projects
were chosen for funding.

It was moved by Councilman Anagnostou, seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day, to accept
this agreement and authorize the City Manager to enter into said agreement on behalf of
the City.

Discussion ensued regarding permissible uses for these funds. Mayor McCrady and Councilman
Anagnostou both recalled these funds could be used to help fund Community House. Assistant
City Manager Gregory was not sure, but he said he would check. Councilman Weber clarified
for everyone by excerpting a line from page 63 of the Agreement that allowed that type of
project: “emergency shelters and overnight facilities.”

Upon a vote duly held, the Agreement was unanimously approved with 6 **Aye" votes by
Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Stockard, and
Weber, and no "*Nay"* votes.

E. Bid Review: Golf Course Maintenance Equipment.

Notice of Call for Bids was published as required for replacement of two mowers for Mint
Valley Golf Course. Bid packets were also mailed to three prospective bidders. Bid results are
as follows:

Greens Mower:
Western Equipment, Tualatin, OR $29,686.94 ($30,000 budgeted)

A second, non-responsive, bid was received from another supplier. Staff recommends awarding
the bid to the sole responsive bidder, including the optional trade-in proposal of $1,000.

It was moved and duly seconded to accept the bid of Western Equipment. Upon a vote
duly held, the motion was unanimously approved.
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Trim Mower:
Western Equipment, Tualatin, OR $26,104.97 ($25,000 budgeted)

A second, non-responsive, bid was received from another supplier. Staff recommends awarding
the bid to the sole responsive bidder, excluding the optional trade-in proposal of $250, as staff
believes the equipment being retired has a higher value.

It was moved by Councilman Jensen, seconded by Councilman Anagnostou, to accept the
sole bid of Western Equipment, and retain the ownership of the existing mower.

When asked about the condition of this mower by the Mayor, Fleet Manager Tom Baylis
confirmed the machine is completely worn out, although still worth more than the $250 offered
as trade-in value.

Upon a vote duly held, the motion was unanimously approved.

F. Proposed Text Amendment to Longview Municipal Code Regarding Readerboard Signs in
the DC District.

Recalling the creation of the Downtown Comprehensive Plan, Assistant City Manager Gregory
noted the re-working of the sign ordinance governing the Downtown D-C area. At the time the
sign ordinance was implemented, readerboard signs were prohibited in the D-C zone. Since no
other sign ordinance has allowed their placement elsewhere in the City, this type of sign had
been inadvertently excluded from the entire City. This was not the intent of the Ordinance; staff
believes there is some value in allowing this type of sign, with certain limitations. Acceptance of
this proposal would permit this type sign in zones other than the D-C zone.

It was moved by Councilwoman Stockard, seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day, to accept
the proposed text amendment regarding readerboard signs, and to direct the City Attorney
to return with an Ordinance amending the Code. Upon a vote duly held, this motion was
unanimously approved.

G. Cloney Park Skateboard Ramp Replacements.

Parks Department solicited proposals from several skate park ramp manufacturers to design the
best layout of equipment for up to $70,000. The following proposals were received and
reviewed by staff:

Grindline Skatepark Design $69,940.00
Northwest Playground — Option 1 $69,795.28
Option 2 $69,957.49
Landscape Structures — Option 1 $69,639.72
Option 2 $69,961.52

Two proposals from a fourth company, American Ramp Company, were disqualified because
they did not meet specified requirements.
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Staff reviewed the proposals and recommended Council award the contract to Grindline
Skatepark for its design/proposal.

Councilman DiRe-Day moved to award skate park equipment contract to Grindline
Skatepark Design. This motion was seconded by Councilwoman Stockard.

Director of Parks & Recreation Rich Bemm explained that two public meetings were held to
look at the design. While the Teen Council had not been involved in reviewing the plans, Mr.
Bemm stated he conducted an informal survey with a group of skate park users, who all favored
the Grindline layout. In addition, the Grindline equipment is concrete; the cost proposed
includes set-up on site.

Upon a vote duly held and recorded with 6 ""Aye"" votes by Mayor McCrady and
Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Stockard, and Weber, and no ""Nay"*
votes, the motion was unanimously adopted.

H. Changes Proposed for Go 4th Celebration at Lake Sacajawea.

Go 4th Executive Director Robbie Oldemar had three requests to present to Council for
consideration involving changes the committee would like to see made at the Lake for this year’s
festivities. Due to the current time line, any amendments approved would require the
implementation of emergency clause. She wanted to present these ideas to Council for their
consideration; she did not expect an answer tonight.

The first change was a reconfiguration of the RV parking on Nichols Blvd. Mrs. Oldemar said
last year this situation “was a disaster.” She outlined a reconfiguration of that parking, which
would extend RV parallel parking from Lilac to Harding.

In addition, a certain amount of vendor parking on Kessler Boulevard was requested. All of the
children’s activities have been relocated to this side of the Lake. In order to accommodate the
pony ride vendor, some vendor parking would be allowed on Kessler so he can rest his animals
in a trailer adjacent to his ride area.

The third issue — and perhaps the request which will be worst received by the public — is to
prohibit dogs from the park on July 4th. Mrs. Oldemar confirmed that this prohibition would be
for July 4th only, and, of course, service dogs would be exempt. She mentioned a girl was bitten
last year, and she would like to take care of this safety issue.

She confirmed for the Mayor that the Go 4th Committee will advertise the fact that dogs and
bicycles are prohibited at the Lake on July 4th.

Councilman Jensen moved to bring these issues back separately for consideration at a
future Council meeting. This motion was seconded by Councilwoman Stockard, and, upon
a vote duly held, unanimously approved.

Ordinance No. 2892 is presented at the request of the Go-4th organization, and is for the purpose of limiting recreational
vehicle parking along 27" Avenue between Kentucky Street and Harding Street to the westerly side. Its other purpose is to
permit “vendor” vehicle parking along Kessler Boulevard for a distance of approximately 150 feet between Hemlock
Street and Hudson Street.

An Ordinance amending sections 11.45.030 and 11.45.040 of the Longview Municipal
Code, relating to the parking of vehicles along 27" Avenue on the Westerly side between
Kentucky Street and Harding Street and along the Westerly side of Kessler Boulevard for a
distance of approximately 150 feet between Hudson Street and Hemlock Street, during the city-
wide Independence Day celebration. This ordinance permits recreational vehicles to be parked
only in a parallel manner along 27" Avenue on the Westerly side between Kentucky Street and
Harding Street, and it permits “vendor” vehicles to be parked for a distance of approximately
150 feet along the Westerly side of Kessler Boulevard between Hudson Street and Hemlock
street. This Ordinance contains an emergency clause making it immediately effective.

The City Council of the City of Longview do ordain as follows:

Section 1. That Section 11.45.030 of the Longview Municipal Code shall be, and is
hereby, amended to read as follows:

11.45.030 Recreational vehicles — Special parking locations.

Recreational vehicles (as defined in WAC 296-150B-015(32)) may be parked
parallel to the curb on 27th Avenue between Harding Street and Lilac Street,
and on Kentucky Boulevard between 27th Avenue and Nichols Boulevard, for a
period of time not to exceed 72 successive hours; provided, however, that such
vehicles may only be parked on the westerly side of 27" Avenue between
Kentucky Street and Harding Street.

Section 2. That Section 11.45.040 of the Longview Municipal Code shall be, and is
hereby, amended to read as follows:

11.45.040 Recreational vehicles — Permits issued in conjunction with
merchandise permits — Parking locations.
Recreational vehicles (as defined in WAC 296-150B-015(32)) and motor
vehicles not licensed as recreational vehicles, owned or operated by holders of
permits to operate and maintain temporary booths and/or shelters for the sale of

merchandise on the westerly bank of Lake Sacajawea Park may be parked

parallel to the curb along the easterly side of Nichols Boulevard between

Washington Way and Louisiana Street, and holders of permits to operate

temporary booths on the easterly bank of Lake Sacajawea may park such

vehicles for a distance of approximately 150 feet on the Westerly side of

Kessler Boulevard between Hemlock Street and Hudson Street as indicated by

appropriate signage, for a period of time coinciding with said permits. All such

permits must be displayed and visible from the front passenger’s side of the

vehicle.



Section 2. This ordinance is hereby declared and designated as a public
emergency ordinance necessary for the protection of public health, public safety,
public property or the public peace, and shall be effective upon the adoption hereof
by the City Council and the signature of the Mayor.

It shall be a class IV civil infraction for the owner or keeper of any domestic
animal to cause, permit or allow such domestic animal to be within the area of Lake
Sacajawea Park bounded by Washington Way, Louisiana Street, Kessler Boulevard and
Nichols Boulevard between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and midnight on the 4™ day of July.
Provided, however, this section shall not be applicable to animals that are a part of a
concession permitted to occur in Lake Sacajawea Park.

Section 2. This ordinance is hereby declared and designated as a public
emergency ordinance necessary for the protection of public health, public safety,
public property or the public peace, and shall be effective upon the adoption hereof
by the City Council and the signature of the Mayor.
