The Substantial Amendment is for the Archie Anderson Basketball Court Resurfacing and Fencing project.  This project was approved on March 26th for Option 2 Resurfacing.  Additional funding is being proposed to provide new fencing for the basketball court, and 10% project administration allowed by HUD.  The Substantial Amendment is due June 5, 2009 to HUD.  Funded through the Federal Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).
2009 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act was developed by Congress to provide an economic stimulus to the U. S. Economy.  Its primary purpose is to provide or create jobs.  Congress has provided some of this money on a formula basis to CDBG Entitlement programs amounting to 27% of its 2008 CDBG Program Year’s allocation.  This project will meet CDBG National Objective and eligibility by providing an Area Benefit to low and moderate income persons within the Highlands Neighborhood.  This program requires that projects can be undertaken within 120 days of HUD approval.  The City of Longview considered projects at the March 26, 2009 “2009 CDBG Allocation Public Hearing” which could begin immediately.
