No application for a Boundary Line Adjustment shall be considered or reviewed by the City of Longview unless this application form is completed and submitted with the plat, and a case file number is assigned.

2.
A copy of the recorded Boundary Line Adjustment shall be provided to the City of Longview Community Development Department within 10 business days after recordation with the Cowlitz County Auditor’s Office.

3.
Whenever possible, the applicant or applicant’s surveyor or engineer, shall provide the City of Longview with a copy of the recorded plat in electronic form that is compatible with the City’s Geographic Information System software.

4.
The applicant is solely responsible for all costs to obtain the services of a surveyor or engineer and to pay all recordation fees as required by Cowlitz County.

Application Drawing
Seven (7) copies of a drawing measuring not less than 18 inches by 22 inches, drawn to scale, shall be provided with the following information, as required per Section 19.68.050:


 (1)  Existing property lines shown as dashed or broken lines, and adjusted property lines shown as solid lines


 (2)  Distance between existing and adjusted line(s)


 (3)  Dimensions of all property lines before and after adjustment


 (4)  Location of all existing buildings, with closest distance between each building and all existing and proposed property lines displayed


 (5)  Legal description of each lot involved prior to the boundary line adjustment


 (6)  Legal description of each lot involved after the boundary line adjustment


 (7)  Location of existing and proposed easements that are in favor of a public entity


 (8)  The location of public and private streets

Survey Map (Final)

Upon receiving a written determination that the proposed Boundary Line Adjustment meets standards given in LMC 19.68.060, the applicant shall cause a survey map to be prepared on reproducible mylar material (stabilized drafting film) measuring at least 18 inched by 22 inches.  At a minimum, the mylar shall contain the information listed below.  The numbers indicate the subsections of LMC 19.68.070.


 (1)(a)  A north point, graphic scale and small vicinity map


(1)(b)  Old property lines and dimensions as dashed or broken lines, new property lines and dimensions as solid lines


(1)(c)  All property lines shall be fully dimensioned, with the area calculations for each lot noted on the face of the plat


(1)(d)  Correct street names and current zoning designation


(1)(e)  Names of all affected property owners, and addresses of affected parcels. If a parcel is vacant, an address will be assigned by the city


(1)(f)  Building locations, building setbacks (distance from existing structures to nearest property lines), location of easements, utility connection points and public and private streets


(1)(g)  Identification of all lots involved as Lot 1, Lot 2, etc.


(1)(h)  Signature blocks for all property owners


(1)(i)  Signature blocks for the community development director and public works director


(2)  Legal descriptions shall be prepared for each lot after the boundary has been relocated, and the legal description for each lot shall be placed on the face of the survey map


(3)  Any previous short plat or boundary line adjustments shall be noted on the survey map in the title block or plat notes


(4)  The survey map shall contain a surveyor’s certificate consistent with RCW 58.09.080 and all other certificates and other information required by Chapter 58.09 RCW


(5)  A copy of the recorded survey shall be provided to the community development department.


(6)  On the face of the survey map, the language of any and all covenants, deed restrictions, or other property use limitations on the property shall be set forth, together with the volume and page where such language is recorded.  

In addition, the following information shall also be included:


(1)  The Boundary Line Adjustment application number shall be noted on the face of the survey map.  


(2)  The parcel numbers of the affected parcels shall be noted in the left margin.
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
