City of Longview converts online agendas to Legistar

Beginning October 1, 2007, Longview City Council agendas and minutes will be available solely via Legistar, the City’s legislative processing software.  In addition, other City of Longview boards’ and commissions’ agendas and minutes will begin to be integrated into Legistar, which includes a robust search feature that will include results from all council, board, and commission meetings. 
“We are really pleased to have a new user-friendly system in place for citizens interested in faster access to our agendas, minutes, attendance, and voting results for City Council and other boards and commissions,” emphasized Mayor Dennis Weber.  “The people’s right to know requires access to records, and Legistar will make it easier for everyone to keep better informed.”

The transition to Legistar was motivated by the City’s desire to make information more easily and readily available to citizens connected to the internet.  Key benefits are Legistar’s ease of operation for users and the ability to have meeting results published to the website immediately.  In addition to accessing the agendas much more quickly, users will now be able to research topics and have results posted from all City meetings and  look up voting history or attendance records of council, board, and commission members.

City of Longview minutes and agendas from October 1 forward will no longer be available via PDF; however, the City will continue to maintain its archive of past Council agendas in PDF format.
